	Key messages

	1. Basic rights are secured: basic needs of the communities living in poverty and exclusion are protected, respected and fulfilled as rights with active social protection measures in place.
2. Community driven: the communities living in poverty and exclusion, especially women, are mobilised and empowered to assess their vulnerabilities and to take and demand appropriate actions to address structural and underlying causes.
3. Advancing women’s rights: Women’s leadership is promoted in all spheres of resilience-building and their rights are protected, fulfilled and promoted in a non-instrumental way.  Strategies must take into account and aim to reduce women’s unpaid care work and enhance their access to and control over assets and natural resources.
4. Solidarity: promoting solidarity among and within communities and civil society that goes beyond geographical and political boundaries.
5. Environmental sustainability: resilience that respects and promotes environmental and eco-system sustainability.
6. Bridging scientific and local knowledge: It is essential that local and scientific knowledge and systems must complement each other to build sustainable solutions primarily led by the communities living in poverty and exclusion.
7. Flexible and long term:  programmes and projects must be with a longer term perspective with built in flexibility to deal with new and emerging challenges; resilience building must be seen as a process that empowers communities and is not just focused on material and time-bound deliverables.
8. Community-centric policy-making and accountable governance: Communities living in poverty and exclusion and their institutions & allies are empowered to voice their concerns from sub-national through to international level to influence policies and practices that build resilience and protect and fulfil their rights.  Partnerships and institutions are strengthened to support resilience in a manner which respects the rights and interests of poor and excluded communities.

	Key messages

	Cordaid sees disaster resilience as the capacity of communities to actively mitigate or prevent disasters, and to prepare for and (if needed) to manage disasters.
Building disaster resilience is a longer-term approach, in which Cordaid and partner organisations combine disaster risk reduction, climate change adaptation, and ecosystems management & restoration. Also in several ‘fragile states’ we include conflict transformation approaches in the DRR programme. 

From practise we learned that a combination of ‘software’ activities (e.g. capacity building, community organisation) and ‘hardware’ activities (e.g. building flood shelters, safe water sources; support for climate smart agriculture, animal health, income generation) is key to build resilience.

In the DRR programme, Cordaid and partner organisations promote the Community Managed Disaster Risk Reduction (CMDRR) approach. A good context analysis (disaster risk analysis) and building on existing local capacities are essential in the CMDRR process. In many countries both natural hazards and conflict affect each other, thus a multi-risk approach in DRR is the most relevant.

In order to build disaster resilience at community level, it is important to work on a multi-actor approach (working with communities, local CSOs, local government, private companies, others), and to work on a multi-level approach (linking community level practice, learning and lobby to district and national level programmes, policy influencing and fundraising).

	Key messages

	1. Governments should ensure budget allocations are made available (at the national level and district/local levels) in order to achieve the five priorities of the Children’s charter for DRR, and donors should increase funding support for the Charter priority areas.

2. UNISDR should include Charter priority areas as indicators for governments to report progress on in post-HFA accountability/reporting mechanisms.
3. UNISDR, governments and NGOs should provide children with the opportunity to take part in consultations regarding HFA reporting mechanisms and post HFA decision making that build on accountability measures, such as citizen report cards.

4. Governments should ensure cross-departmental work for integration of DRR in all government sectors (e.g. education, child protection, water, health and nutrition).

5. Governments and NGOs should include the sex and age disaggregated impact of disasters and climate change on children’s wellbeing in the national reporting mechanisms and shadow reporting on the Convention on the Rights of the Child.

	To keep children at the heart of the post 2015 agenda, World Vision will focus on ensuring that the post HFA goals:

2. provide scope to address the underlying causes of vulnerabilities for children including in fragile contexts by integrating disaster risk reduction into development policies and interventions. 

3. integrate best practice in climate smart DRR into the Post- Hyogo Framework. 

4. are coherent with the post -2015 goals that succeed the Millennium Development Goals.
5. provide measurable targets and indicators to enable governments to focus their efforts on increasing  the resilience  of vulnerable communities to changing risks.
